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Legislativeé.Patsy Lachat, AAI, CPIW 

Election Day is November 2, 2010.  There is much to be done, no matter your party.  I would sug-
gest you at least do the following: 
 
VOTE!  Make your voice heard at the polls.  Your absentee ballot request must be received by Oc-
tober 26th at 5 PM or by the emergency illness or disability deadline of October 29th at 5 PM and 
your completed absentee ballot must be received by October 29th at 5 PM. 
 
VOLUNTEER!  Your candidates in Pennsylvania need all the help they can get ï to find out how 
you can volunteer in your area or find your local Victory Center, visit volunteer.gop.com or democ-
rats.org to get involved. 
 
 
IA&B's active legislative as of 9/23/2010: 
 
The General Assembly this week moved several bills that would impact agents. IA&B was busy at 
work on members' behalf at the Capitol and will continue through the remaining session days be-
fore the election.  
 
Non-economic damages: Arguing for specific amounts of non-economic damages equates to higher 
awards and, in turn, higher auto rates. IA&B is working with a broad coalition of business groups to 
stop HB 2246, which would allow this argument before juries in auto cases. The Senate and Insur-
ance Committee held a public hearing on Tuesday for the bill, which will likely be brought up for a 
full Senate vote next week.  
 
Senior-specific designations: IA&B staff and Brendon Costa, a member agent with Henderson 
Brothers in Pittsburgh, will appear before the House Insurance Committee on Sept. 24 to testify in 
support of HB 2420. The legislation would prohibit the fraudulent use of senior-specific designations 
by producers.  
 
Minimum auto limits: Current auto limits are outdated. They increase reliance on uninsured motor-
ists' coverage and shift the burden to adequately insured drivers, whose premiums increase. IA&B 
staff and Frank Cosner, a member agent with the Pidcock Agency in New Hope, testified before the 
Senate Democratic Policy Committee on Sept. 23 in support of SB 1460, which would increase 
minimum auto limits in the state. The bill is not anticipated to move before the end of session.  
 
Employee misclassification: The Senate Labor and Industry Committee on Tuesday voted out HB 
400 after a strike-and-replacement amendment was approved. The bill, which would prohibit the 
intentional misclassification of employees as independent contractors, now waits for a full Senate 
vote. 

Our association is growing in numbers, and has the potential to grow each year. The needs of all
